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ONOMASIOLOGICAL STRUCTURE OF THE WORDS DENOTING
AGGRESSION: THEORETICAL BASIS

The article examines the experience of implementing ideas of the onomasiological
structure investigation. The purpose of the article is to find out the theoretical basis of
the onomasiological structure analysis and to define the main stages of it. It has been

established, that onomasiological structure is the nominative model of the creation of
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new words denoting aggression, characterized by three components: the
onomasiological basis, the onomasiological feature and the predicate. The modern
notion of onomasiological structure as a nominative one is based on Ch. S. Peirce’ and
Ch. Morris’ theories, the words inner form studies, the achievements of modern
semasiology, onomasiology and the concept of syntactical nature of derivation,
cognitive linguistics and generative grammar. It has been found out that the
onomasiological structure is the inner form arrangement, so the analysis of the
onomasiological structure must be preceded by the inner form studies.

The onomasiological structure is the basis for the matrix model reconstruction as
means of the reflexing pictures, realized in the complex nets model, and uniting the
base frames. Accordingly, complex approach to the investigation of onomasiological
structure of words denoting aggression allows studying the word on four stages of
analysis: 1) derivational, 2) onomasiological, 3) cognitive and 4) communicative
functional.

As a result, it was concluded that the theoretical basis is in centre of complex
investigation of onomasiological structure of the words denoting aggression. The
prospect of further research is seen in studying the aggression phenomenon and the
words denoting it in language and speech.
